representative, a supplier, a partner, a proxy, an administrator, a guarantor or a contact person. 

 The personal information of natural person based in the EEA who may visit our Website. 

WHAT PERSONAL INFORMATION ARE WE COLLECTING AND WHY? 

In general, we may collect the following types of personal information you give us or which are given to us by  

third parties: 

 Name; 

 Nationality; 

 Birth Date; 

 Passport information; 

 Profession, job title and position 

 Tax identification number; 

 “Politically Exposed Person” status, criminal convictions; 

 

General Data Protection Regulation requires that we undertake to process only the data necessary for the 

purpose pursued by the processing.  

More specifically, we use your personal data for the following purposes: 

 To fulfill the contract to which you are party, or as part of the pre-contractual measures of such 

contract; 

 To comply with legal and regulatory requirements; 

 To pursue our legitimate interest as far as it is not overridden by your fundamental rights and 

freedoms;

WHAT ARE YOUR RIGHTS? 

Individuals have the following rights, under certain circumstances, in relation to their personal information:

RETENTION PERIODS 

We will retain your personal information covered by this Notice for as long as required to perform the 

purposes for which the data was collected, depending on the legal basis on which that data was obtained and/or 

whether additional legal/regulatory obligations mandate that we retain the personal information. In general 

terms, this will mean that personal information will be kept for the duration of our relationship and: 

 the period required by tax, company and financial services laws and regulations, especially 

AML/CFT regulations; and 

 as long as it is necessary for individuals to be able to bring a claim against us and for us to be 

able to defend ourselves against any legal claims. This will generally be the length of the 

relationship plus the length of any applicable statutory limitation period under applicable law. 

 

CONFIDENTIALITY AND SECURITY 

We have implemented reasonable technical and organisational measures designed to secure personal 

information from accidental loss and unauthorised access, use, alteration or disclosure.
